[bookmark: _Toc109313034][bookmark: _Toc109313327][bookmark: _Toc109313949]Eight of teacher candidates as participants showed different perceptions. Three out of eight teacher candidates gave a positive perception of project-based learning and five out of eight teacher candidates gave a negative perception of project-based learning. The positive perceptions mentioned by the three of teacher candidates (participant 2, participant 7, and participant 8) are as follows: 1) project-based learning improves students’ creative thinking, 2) project-based learning facilitates student-centered learning, 3) project-based learning promotes learning autonomy, 4) project-based learning promotes students’ interaction, 5) project-based learning facilitates students’ understanding, 6) project-based learning promotes students’ critical thinking. In addition to positive perceptions, there are also negative perceptions stated by six teacher candidates (participant 1, participant 3, participant 4, participant 5, and participant 6) as follows: 1) project-based learning is not appropriate for students with low autonomy , 2) project-based learning is time consuming, 3) project-based learning cannot accommodate students’ differences, 4) project-based learning tends to withdraw from students’ activities, and 5) project-based learning is generally noisy.

If the teacher decides to implement project-based learning, try to make the chosen learning method effective in improving students’ academic skills. In addition, make learning activities more active and attractive so that the material being studied can be easily understood by students.
