This study aims to analyze the difficulties faced by senior high school students in understanding narrative texts. Using a qualitative descriptive method, the research involved students as participants. Data were collected from one High School in Garut through test, interviews, and classroom observations. The findings indicate that students encounter several challenges, including limited vocabulary, difficulty identifying the main idea and supporting details, and a lack of background knowledge related to the text. Additionally, students struggle with narrative text structures such as orientation, complication, and resolution. These findings suggest the need for more effective reading strategies and instructional methods to help students improve their narrative text comprehension.
