According to Rosdiana (2018) found the use of audio visuals as a medium to help students improve their skills. Then, According to Richards & Renandya (2002), video is a complex media that include visual elements as well as a large range of audio and spoken. 
Learning English is very important for students because the students get more benefits and challenges to learn English. According to Bajrami & Ismailia (2016), they found the use of video material provides many benefits, such as increasing student individuality and responsiveness. Then, the students get confidence and new knowledge from watching video ( Nofrika, 2019). It can increase memorizing, reading, writing, speaking, and listening.
The research from Kabooha & Elyas (2015) found video was shown to be beneficial in learning and memorizing new vocabulary for the students. However, the benefits English language can help the student given a job, a study in the other country, travel, and others. The statement is supported by research (Le, 2019) He found that teacher has great problems teaching English listening skills.
