This study explores how Extensive Reading (ER) facilitates reading comprehension among eighth-grade EFL students. Reading comprehension remains a major challenge for Indonesian junior high school learners due to intensive reading practices that focus on analysis and testing rather than engagement. To address this issue, ER was implemented as an alternative approach to enhance comprehension, motivation, and reading autonomy. Using a qualitative case study design, ten eighth-grade students at a junior high school in Garut, Indonesia, participated in a three-day ER program. Data from classroom observations, reading logs, and pre- and post-tests were thematically analyzed using Braun and Clarke’s (2006) framework. The analysis revealed five themes: (1) gradual improvement in comprehension, (2) vocabulary awareness and strategy use,
(3) increased motivation and enjoyment, (4) individual variation in progress, and
(5) collaborative classroom support. Findings show that ER promotes comprehension through meaningful input, contextual vocabulary learning, emotional engagement, and peer interaction. Students advanced from literal to inferential understanding, gained confidence, and developed motivation to read. Supporting Krashen’s Input and Affective Filter Hypotheses and Vygotsky’s Sociocultural Theory, the study concludes that ER effectively enhances comprehension through the integration of cognitive, emotional, and social dimensions of EFL learning.

Penelitian ini mengkaji bagaimana Extensive Reading (ER) memfasilitasi kemampuan memahami bacaan pada siswa kelas delapan dalam konteks English as a Foreign Language (EFL).
