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CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
 	This chapter provides the conclusion drawn from the findings of the study and answers the research questions. It summarizes the implementation of YouTube in writing classes and students' perceptions of its use. Additionally, this chapter offers suggestions for teachers, future researchers, and the use of YouTube in similar learning contexts. The limitations of the research are also discussed at the end of this chapter.
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 	In this digital era, technology plays an increasingly important role in the learning process. Teachers are expected to adapt and use digital media to support classroom instruction, especially in improving students’ motivation and understanding. One of the most accessible and widely used platforms is YouTube, which provides various types of learning videos. This research was conducted to examine how YouTube is implemented in writing instruction, particularly in teaching explanation texts, and to understand students' responses to its use in the classroom. The study was carried out at a private Madrasah Aliyah in Garut, using the Kurikulum 2013, which promotes student-centered learning through a scientific approach that includes observing, questioning, experimenting, associating, and communicating.
 	The findings of this research show that YouTube is an effective learning medium to support students in writing explanation texts. It helps them understand the structure and language features of the text more clearly. The video content provides real-life examples, attractive visuals, and clear explanations that make the learning process easier to follow. Students become more engaged in class, more confident in developing their ideas, and more motivated to write. Many of them say that learning through YouTube is more enjoyable than traditional methods, such as using textbooks alone.
 	YouTube also contributes positively to every phase of the lesson. In the pre-teaching phase, it successfully attracts students’ attention and builds curiosity. In the while-teaching phase, it helps explain writing materials in a way that is easier to understand, especially by giving visual demonstrations of explanation texts. In the post-teaching phase, it encourages students to reflect on their work and improve their writing. These phases match well with the learning steps recommended in the 2013 Curriculum, where students are expected to be active, critical, and independent learners.
	 Overall, students respond positively to the use of YouTube in the writing class. They feel more focused, less bored, and more confident to express their ideas in writing. In addition, YouTube allows students to review the material anytime outside the classroom, which supports independent learning and helps students who need more time to understand the content.
 	However, this study also has several limitations. First, it is only conducted in one school with a small group of students, so the findings may not represent all students or schools. Second, the focus of the research is limited to explanation texts, while other types of texts are not explored. Third, some technical problems were found during the implementation, such as unstable internet connection, lack of facilities, and the risk of students being distracted by other, unrelated content on YouTube. These limitations need to be considered carefully in future studies, especially for teachers who want to apply YouTube in their writing classes.
	 In conclusion, YouTube can be a useful and effective learning tool when it is integrated properly into the writing process. It can improve students’ understanding, support their creativity, and increase their motivation to write. Future research is encouraged to explore a wider range of schools, involve more students, examine other writing genres, and provide clearer guidelines for selecting YouTube content that is suitable and aligned with the curriculum.
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 	Based on the conclusions drawn from the research findings, several suggestions are proposed for different stakeholders involved in English language education:
1. For English Teachers
Teachers are encouraged to integrate YouTube videos into writing instruction, particularly when teaching explanation texts and other factual genres. To ensure the effectiveness of media use, careful video selection is essential; videos should feature clear visuals, appropriate language level, and relevant content. Teachers are also advised to design supportive activities, such as guided discussions, structured LKPD tasks, grammar instruction, and vocabulary previews to scaffold students' understanding. Additionally, the use of transcripts, subtitles, and repeated exposure can assist students who struggle with comprehension due to language barriers.
2. For Schools and Educational Institutions
Schools should ensure the availability of technological infrastructure, such as stable internet connections, projectors, and access to digital devices to facilitate the integration of multimedia in the classroom. Furthermore, institutions are encouraged to support teachers through professional development programs that focus on digital pedagogy and media literacy. This will empower educators to apply media tools like YouTube more confidently and effectively.
3. For Future Researchers
Further research is recommended to examine the implementation of YouTube in more diverse contexts, including public schools, different grade levels, and various writing genres such as narrative, argumentative, or descriptive texts. Future studies may also investigate long-term impacts on writing proficiency, student autonomy, and motivation. Importantly, it is suggested that future implementations include more instructional sessions, extending beyond three meetings, to allow deeper engagement, more extensive practice, and complex writing outcomes. A broader timeframe would enable students to produce more polished texts and receive more formative feedback throughout the process.
4. For Curriculum Developers
Curriculum developers should recognize the pedagogical value of multimedia tools such as YouTube and actively integrate them into learning modules. In particular, the adoption of the Kurikulum Merdeka (Independent Curriculum) offers a more flexible and differentiated learning environment, which supports the integration of digital resources. Since the curriculum emphasizes student-centered learning, project-based assessment, and contextualized instruction, YouTube can serve as a valuable tool for enabling exploration, creativity, and language production aligned with real-world experiences. Embedding multimedia into curriculum design will help prepare learners for 21st-century communication and learning environment.
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
